Kings and Queens

Absolute rulers of Mayan world, required to sacrifice blood to gods to ensure the sun, rain, and corn
	Intercropping

Planting different crops together (tall and short) to maximize space

Calendars

One 365 days designed to keep track of harvest schedule and other for major astrological events
	Temple

Large pyramid shaped temples, human sacrifice of blood for gods, 365 steps, aligned for spring equinox

Gods/Goddesses

160 gods for all parts of daily life

Hieroglyphic Writing

Images to record accomplishments on kings, keep records of crops etc.

Ball Game

Rubber ball bounced off body through “hoop”, loser dies

Beautification

Placed precious stones into teeth of women (without pain killer) 

Astronomy, Mathematics, Time

Calculation of movement of planets, accurate, king claimed control of events therefore had great power
