

Single-Gender Program Review

INSTRUCTIONS

The Federal regulations for public school single-gender education require that schools review their single-gender program every two years.  Use the following format for reviewing your single-gender program and complete all parts of the program review.  The school district’s attorney should review all program review information.
PART I:  Single-Gender Program Structure for Current Year
Part I provides information about the current structure of the single-gender program, including grade levels, subject areas, and genders served by single-gender classes. 

PART II:  Program Rationale

1.  Federal regulations require that all single-gender programs have a stated rationale which supports the creation of a program.  The rationale for creating a program may include but is not limited to:

Increased Choice Options for Parents and Students

Increased Academic Achievement for Students

Decreased Discipline Referrals
Increased Attendance Rate

Increased Graduation Rate

Decreased Dropout Rate

Improved Student Self-Concept

Increased Student Participation

Decreased Student Gender Stereotypes

Closing the Achievement Gap

2. The creation of a rationale should come from school, district, state, and/or national data that supports the need for creating a program.  This means that you are able to show a need.   For example, data may support that there is a high proportion of boys with discipline referrals, low levels of students (both boys and girls) scoring proficient and advanced in math, high dropout rate for the district or state, etc.  Please include the data that you used as evidence of the need to create the single-gender program.
PART III:  Review of Single-Gender Program for Current Year
3. An overall statement about the impact and effectiveness of the single-gender program needs to be made.  Essentially this is your conclusion about the performance of your students within the single-gender program and if the single-gender program had a positive impact in light of your rationale.
4.  Please check the appropriate box regarding the degree to which the single-gender program met its expectations.  This allows you and others to get a quick understanding of what is happening within single-gender programs.

5. Data has to be used as evidence to support your conclusion and the degree of the single-gender program meeting its expectations.  Data can come in a variety of formats that reflect your own rationale.  Data should be categorized by gender.  If Closing the Achievement Gap is a rationale, then data should also be categorized by race/ethnicity.  Some form of comparison between students in single-gender classes to students in coed classes should be included.  For example, comparing students in single-gender classes to students in coed classes at the same school with similar demographics (same school, current year comparison), comparing students in single-gender classes to students at the same school before single-gender classes were implemented (same school, previous year comparison), comparing students in single-gender classes to students in coed classes at other schools with similar demographics (schools like ours comparison), comparing students in single-gender classes with their own changes in growth from the current year to previous years (individual student growth comparison).   

PART IV:  Future Plan for the Next School Year
6.  Schools need to determine their plans for the following school year and prepare accordingly.  Approval from School Boards, Superintendents, and District attorneys is needed. Training for teachers is essential before they begin teaching in single-gender classes.  Communication with parents about the program design, selection process, and coed option is critical.       
7.  Part of implementing the program is recognizing the need to improve any areas of weakness.
